13.0n 15 March a roller coaster known as the Green Lantern at the Movie World theme park
derailed, six stranded patrons were recovered by the fire brigade. Seven patrons in another
carriage were able to disembark and walkout. One patron received minor injuries. The ride has
been removed from service until the cause of the incident is determined and the ride deemed
safe. Workplace Health and Safety Queensland (WHSQ) is working with Movie World to
investigate the incident.
